Guest Speakers - invite your Vicar, Curate or youth leader to
occasionally lead the devotions. You may
even wish to ask a member of the
congregation or one of the parents.

{¥*NB - please don’t expect the Clergy to run
all of the devotional sessions)

Games - many games can be tied in with a Christian message
e.g. trust game (blindfold walk). )

Story Telling - either from a book/Bible or told in your own
words at a level understood by the kids.
You may like to draw pictures or use flannel
graph pictures to accompany the story .

Puzzles/Quizzes - are fun ways of learning and help the boys
to remember things. eg.Find hidden words,
color the verse, scavenger hunts, etc.

Share your own experiences - not always easy or comfortable
but is often more meaningful

Theme Nights - look at particular issues and base your
program around them, games and all.

Talks/Discussions - can be better used with older kids who
will listen and discuss but doesn’t hold
the attention of the younger ones. A

short simple explanation of a topic is
often more effective than a long drawn
out talk/lecture.

Visuals - children will often respond better if there is
something to see and capture their attention. It
might be something simple or something which the
children can be involved in.

Memory verses - are a good way of making important messages
stick. Memory verses can also be made into
quizzes, puzzles or scavenger hunts.

Sing-a-longs - there are some great songs around now with fun
actions depending on the age group. Singing
often creates a happy feeling.

Puppetry - is a great medium to put across a message to
children. Puppets captivate their attention as
they watch every movement and take in every word.

Your Program and Behaviour - is your program and conduct
loving, encouraging, fair,
supportive etc.

Prayer - ask God for guidance or to lead you in a train of
thought.

Art and Craft - make God's Eyes, puppets, have kids draw or
paint pictures etc.




MODELS OF CHILDREN'’S MINISTRY AVAILABLE TODAY

Nowadays there is a whole range of different children's ministry ideas to suit each Parish and its
available resources. No longer are we stuck with just a traditional Sunday school group or weekly
kids group as this lists shows below.
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Sunday School

Créche facilities

Children’s spot during service (children to remain for whole service)

Children in church to begin with then leaving [for Sunday School or activities] before readings
and returning prior to the greeting of peace.

Children in separate Sunday School activities while service is on. le. adults separated from the
children

Spot during Service where everyone (including children)breaks into small groups for short
discussion or sharing time

Regular service with a number of children’s spots within

A match up service where adults are matched up with a child

Pram service / Bible study / coffee morning

Monthly Children’s service aimed and structured for children

Special children’s service outside of normal Church times

Use of one of the various packaged programs — Eg. Kids Plus, Oasis, CEP

After school program - one night /two nights a week
After school program including light tea

Weekly group for just boys or just girls

Mixed kids club type group —weekly / fortnightly /other

Cebs / GFS type groups either traditional or non traditional

Weekly group with regular breaks eg, 3 weeks on, one week off

Bi monthly weekly children’s activities ie. meet weekly during every 2nd month only
Holiday program 1 day only, a day a week, 2 days only or two days weekly, 5 days straight,

Super Saturday 2-4 hour program maybe including lunch - once / twice a year, monthly
Meeting weekly for the month leading up to Easter / Christmas

Monthly family tea (Mix at 6]jwith games, devotions, skit presentation, guest speaker, a service?
Special purpose group - eg. music, band, basketball, servers, choir,

Story telling and games
RE in the local schools

Some sort of joint program with other Anglican Churches or denominations in the area
(sharing resources rather than spreading them too thin)

OR a variation or mix of the above
